Similarly,
international patent offices, struggling to meet the demand of the growth in
worldwide patenting activity over the last decade, are starting to use third-party
expertise to reduce backlogs. As the EPO’s new president Alison Brimelow
admitted in September, patent offices are struggling to keep up with the number of
patent applications and this is leading to long periods of uncertainty which are not
good for business. Fortunately, patent offices are starting to work with each other
and outsourcing specialists to minimise backlog and improve quality. In 2005, for
example, the Japan Patent Office (JPO), outsourced 25% of its prior art searches
to help get back on top of its escalating workload. To find out how the USPTO
and the UK-IPO are tackling the backlogs in their own systems, turn to our cover
feature on page 16, and to read more about Alison Brimelow’s work at the EPO,
turn to our interview on page 20.
